Thus far, a total of 94 people have participated in the 10 meetings, representing 53 different companies and organizations.  Total of 22 new people at this meeting representing 10 new organizations.

Meeting Content
1. Called meeting to order ~11:30am, after everyone had gotten some food from the Calhoun’s catered buffet.

2. Briefly described outline for the day and discussed the documents that were provided to the group (see the 10th Meeting Agenda on the Web site - www.etcfc.org under “Documents,” which includes a list of what information was handed out).

3. Everyone introduced themselves to the group.

4. Dick Ziegler (ORNL/NTRC), John Powell (ATTI) and Jim Frierson (ATTI) took about 30 minutes to describe the Clean Fuels Initiative, an exciting new endeavor that will work in concert with the ETCFC’s efforts to bring clean fuel and advanced fuel technology companies and vehicles to East TN!

5. Reminded everyone of the coalition's official mission statement, and the near-term goals that exist for the team.

6. As time was running short, noted to everyone that the agenda has information on all that I would typically relay.  Commented only on two things:  the fact that the ETCFC now knows the number of AFVs we must already have on the road to get designated, and the Early Action Compact (EAC).

· After showing the group the new Clean Cities Roadmap’s scale for how individual vehicles count toward our 500 AFVs, and noting that we currently have on the order of 350, Jonathan noted that we need to spend our time focusing on getting more vehicles on the road before we spend too much time on the Program Plan.  (During the meeting, two people made comments to Jonathan about other vehicles that aren’t in our current AFV list that will help:  AmeriGas noted that they have quite a few propane delivery trucks that will count as medium-duty vehicles, and Mark Downing of ORNL noted that he thinks he knows of another 5-15 that exist locally; both folks said they would get me information on those vehicles ASAP.)

· With regard to the Early Action Compact, Jonathan provided a brief background on the EAC and how many counties in East TN would be affected.  He noted that NOx reductions are the key focus, and that there will be industrial and transportation-based reductions, and that within transportation, alt fuels are only one piece of the reductions puzzle.

7. Jonathan then let several members speak of what projects they are working on.

· Barry Greenberg of KAT noted that he thinks the number of alt fuel vehicles in the KAT fleet will be in the double-digits by the end of 2003 (with KAT having over 100 vehicles in the fleet currently)!  Barry noted that KAT is getting into alt fuels big time and has ambitious plans that they plan on putting in place at their first opportunity (with of course funding having a significant impact on their goals).

· Ted Russell Ford is helping out on several projects as being the suppliers of the OEM AFVs.

· Jonathan then noted that several things are going on in Sevier County including propane and CNG light-duty vehicle purchases, looking into placing a B20 tank in Sevierville that Sevier County, Sevierville and local companies’ diesel vehicles could access, and placing some hybrid-electric propane-fired trolleys in action.

· Mark Downing then noted that ORNL is looking into getting biodiesel on the ORNL campus for diesel-using vehicles to use.  (GREAT ORNL!)
· Dejim Lowe confirmed that 10 Honda Civic Hybrids had been purchased by TVA.

· Jonathan noted that Eastman is going to look into biodiesel and propane as potential fuels they could use on their (large) campus.

8. A discussion was then held about the next monthly meeting.  Jonathan said that the “Washington Days” event will take place March 10-12 and will abut the currently chosen date for the March meeting (the 13th).  He asked if one week later, the 3rd Thursday (the 20th), would work for everyone, and with no negative comments accepted that date for March.

9. Before splitting into Working Committees (WCs), Jonathan noted two things:  that a new ad hoc committee was meeting today (the Fuel Cell Vehicles Working Committee), and that anyone who was new to the coalition at this meeting could choose any WC discussion to participate in.

1. The group determined that it was necessary before a direction towards infrastructure needs and fuel type concentration efforts were determined to identify as much information as possible on what is presently installed and what is being planned for installation or procurement in our region.   Individual members of the committee were asked to gather as much as possible on select fuel types and supply that information to Jonathan and the A&I Committee.  This includes vehicles, refueling stations, fuel suppliers, etc.

Hydrogen & Methanol – Group agreed to keep these on the table, but will not focus on them at this point.

Jonathan is working with the Southeast Alternative Fuels Task Force on its AFVs & Infrastructure Committee and this information is needed for that effort also.

2. The group also discussed the need to develop assumptions and guidelines in support of the vehicle and fuel type(s) selected as the coalition’s selections of choice.  This effort will prepare the coalition for eventual responses to questioning and will help to justify the vehicle and fuel selections made.  (Negatives, positives, and etc for all considered fuel types.)

3. There were also several additional important comments and discussions had during the breakout:

a) ORNL no long receives its E85 supplies from AE Staley.  AE Staley may not be distributing E85 now.  Kathy Vaughn to check into this situation.

b) ORNL to check on contract status for others using their private E85 fueling station. (anyone else)

c) Question arose- How are calculations made to determine the air quality contributions of different fuel types.  When complete cycles are considered is the use of AFVs considered as being used in any of the scenarios?

The Committee also agreed that we should not rule out any of the fuel types for use because of the multiple niche applications that are available.   This is particularly the case considering that many contributions to the air quality problems in the area come from outside the area; therefore, the application of AFVs in the region can contribute to the overall improvement of the region.  This is probably more relevant to the EAC requirements for the counties represented in the ETCFC.

· Continued:  UT has fuel day events, Knoxville Zoo, NAPA, Firestone and Goodyear stores, AAA, TDEC solid waste conference in Gatlinbury in April, can they go out in KUB mailings?  Would ETCFC be willing to pay for additional postage?  Sevier County Welcome Centers, find out about Sevier County events.

· Knoxville City View magazine - Jonathan can write an article to place in it and other publications like Metropulse and small magazines in other cities.  Hellbender Press in Knoxville has circulation of 10,000.  Be sure to mention Wamp and Duncan's support for good publicity for them.

· Continued: car shows, RV show, have a small booth at state and county fairs but watch regulations for having one.  Bristol Motor Speedway and others.  Maybe target other areas with a slightly different brochure with one color and less expensive paper too.  'Advancing the Choice' type events.  Regional Clean Air Action Summit (Penland) 

· Events:  Earth Day is Saturday, April 26.  Have vehicle there.  Margery Detring to be there as will the Foundation for Global Sustainability (Naegeli).

· Radio ads - brief and good. Try WUOT for free. Changes to ads: take out 'reduced human' in first one and put in 'less'.  Use 'Improve'.  Put the website first before the telephone number and don't need 'Knoxville' if we have the area code.

· Susan Thomas and others were working on a final revision of the third radio ad.

1) Brochure: 

Wolf thinks that we can get a better price than 15 cents ea. on printing the brochure. The group suggested that Carla or whoever prints it could put their company name on the brochure and become a sponsor based on the level of their contribution, (i.e., printed by "blank___, a corporate partner.") 

The group thinks we can use at least 10,000 copies, and they suggested that we might even print 10,000 quarterly. Marjorie is a former high school teacher and can help us get information distributed to high schools. For this, we might need a more student-friendly version or simply give them a pack of information sheets. 

Another good suggestion from the group: Do a less expensive print run for some audiences with one color of ink on one color paper. This would reduce print costs dramatically.

The group discussed the following points in a roundabout type discussion:

· That FCVs are still 10-15 years away;

· Tim noted that ICEVs can also use H2, so perhaps we shouldn’t focus only on FCVs, but simply hydrogen (or the hydrogen economy);

· Dick noted that infrastructure is still an important part of the solution to the H2 problem;

· Alex said that some future combat systems are looking at fuel cells, and mentioned the changability of future vehicles (I believe a reference to the GM “Autonomy” type system);

· Tim noted that we don’t have to focus on PEMs (polymer electrolyte/proton exchange membrane) type FCs—need to focus on what technology would work in East TN;

· John Mark said that Hydrocore is looking into domestic fuel use in H2 production (coal and waste products as fuels); and

· Someone noted that a direct coal FC is coming around that has a higher efficiency.
