2. Mission statement and our primary goals: 
Mission statement:  The mission of the ETCFC is to simultaneously 1) promote the installation of alternative fueling stations and purchase and use of alternative fuel vehicles (AFVs) in order to facilitate development of a viable alternative fuels industry and economy in East Tennessee, and 2) improve air quality in the region.
Coalition goals:  1) Work to implement alt fuel projects in East TN and 2) work to make the ETCFC a sustainable coalition of involved participants from across East TN.  “Involved participants” is defined as those who

· Participate in projects, 
· attend meetings and

· contribute to the coalition fiscally.


2005 goal:
· Consume 500,000 gallons B100 equivalent in East Tennessee in 2005 – Actual # is ~750,000 gals in ‘05
New 2006 goals to work together to meet:

· Raise at least $40,000 from membership dues during 2006.
· Consume 1,000,000 gallons of B100 equivalent in East Tennessee.
· Have biodiesel in use in all 33 counties in East Tennessee by the end of 2006.
· Establish at least 6 public E-85 stations in East Tennessee.
· Establish 2 public CNG or LPG stations in East Tennessee.

· Feb. 26 – March 1.  Entering our collective AFV numbers and other work (e.g., events, advertising, presentations) through the national Clean Cities data collection Web site
· March 2.  Presented on the 2006 Run for Clean Air to the Bearden High School Key Club to solicit volunteers

· March 2.  Connected with national and regional Toyota representatives to garner them as a 2006 Run for Clean Air sponsor

· March 3.  On way to Chattanooga, stopped by the Simmons BP on I-75 in Loudon County (exit 68) and discussed with Mrs. Simmons options for funding assistance for them selling both B20 and E85.

· March 3.  Chattanooga bi-monthly meeting.

· March 3.  On way back from Chattanooga, went through Monroe County and met Billie Wayne Brown to go visit one of the sawmills that has started using biodiesel (as B90!) – Frerichs Sawmill.

Heard of changes at DOE:  where Clean Cities resides, changes related to closing all the regional offices, new leadership, and 3-minute presentations by all coordinators on their top achievements in 2005.

Visits in Washington DC with Senator Lamar Alexander’s office and Representative John Duncan Jr. Met with Jessica Holliday, Trey Lefler, and the senator himself, asking him to begin mentioning the good work that Tennesseans everywhere are doing in putting alternative fuels to action.  Did the same with Don Watson of Rep. Duncan’s office.
· March 8.  Presented at the Greening Tennessee’s Campuses workshop at Fisk University in Nashville.
· March 9.  Knoxville monthly meeting

· March 9-10.  East Tennessee Environmental Conference in Kingsport. Presented on the 10th.
· March 13.  RCAC meeting. Bill Eaker from Land-of-Sky COG in Asheville presented on their multiple clean vehicles activities.
· March 15.  SEAFTF Steering Committee call

· March 16.  3rd meeting of the Tennessee Interagency Alternative Fuels Working Group. About 25 state department staff, other invited parties and some other guests attended and discussed for two hours options and ideas to move alternative fuels forward in Tennessee.
