Call Notes from the 3/19/03 (5th) Conference Call
(From the email distributed on 3/21/03)

All,

The 5th call of the SEAFTF Infrastructure Committee (IC) occurred on 3/19/03 at 9am EST.  The call notes supplied below are already on the Web site (5th call notes).

The following 3 people were on the call:  Jonathan Overly-TN (co-chair), William Cook-GA and Tobin Fried-NC.  The following people provided advance notice that they would not be on the call:  Ed White-GA (co-chair), Wendy Bell-SC, Tony Saxon-GA and Jason Wager-NC.  Thus far, 11 different people have participated on the calls with the following state breakdowns:  GA-2, NC-2, SC-2, TN-6 (and MO-1).

Jonathan took notes.

1.  To begin the call, Jonathan read the emails from Wendy and Jason explaining some of their trials and tribulations right now in taking care of business in the Clean Cities coalitions (why they wouldn't be on the call).

2.  We then discussed the data for the database.  Jonathan noted that he merged two different lists of propane infrastructure in the state of TN, then filtered through that list to create what is now in the database for TN propane (and that he had already added the info for the other fuels).  William Cook then spoke of the GA data he was putting together.  He noted that he was right in the middle of sending Jonathan an email containing the GA data, which included updated propane data from Ed White.  (Jonathan received it moments later.)  William noted several pieces of information about the data, including that most of the CNG infrastructure is private.

3.  That lead into a brief discussion about a potential proposal that TN might submit through Lamar Alexander to obtain funding for a large CNG project in TN.  Dave and Jonathan are in the initial stages of this right now, but hope to develop a multi-state proposal that will focus on building CNG infrastructure across TN and creating clean corridors along I-40 (into NC), I-24 and I-75 (into GA).  There is much work to do there, but after getting some great feedback from a legislative assistant of Lamar's during a discussion with her in Washington D.C. last week, we are optimistic that one or more great alt fuels projects can come out of this relationship.  One huge added benefit of this idea is that these are perhaps the three states that have the greatest impact on the Great Smoky Mountains National Park.  Jonathan mentioned this simply to let the NC and GA folks know that he might be getting back in-touch with both of them to further discuss this idea.

4.  This lead into William discussing some of the "Atlanta Fuel Net" program, ending with the idea that such groups should be open to further discussions on CNG projects.

5.  Tobin added that we might want to lean on Ken Kelly that presented in Asheville on LNG.  She had earlier noted that there will be a Raleigh alt fuels Summit on 4/29/03.  Also, the NC B20 is all private, however, the infrastructure is fairly cheap, and they are looking at the feasibility of using a low-NOx additive.  She also mentioned the biofuels rebate program that has been put in place, and showed us online where to read about that (http://www.trianglecleancities.org/pr-06.htm).

6.  At Jonathan's suggestion, the group decided to postpone selecting another conference call date until we can get more of our database complete.  Jonathan will email a note to the group once he has more information, and get a call number and distribute it along with a reminder a couple of days ahead of the call.
