Call Notes from the 3/3/03 (4th) Conference Call
(From the email distributed on 3/3/03)

All,

The 4th call of the SEAFTF Infrastructure Committee (IC) occurred on 3/3/0 at 9am EST.  The call notes supplied below are already on the Web site (4th call notes).

1.  The following 9 people were on the call:  Jonathan Overly-TN (co-chair), Ed White-GA (co-chair), William Cook-GA, Reed Detring-TN, Alan Jones-TN, Tony Saxon-GA, Leland Tong-MO and Jason Wager-NC.  Thus far, 11 different people have participated on the calls with the following state breakdowns:  GA-2, NC-2, SC-2, TN-6 (and MO-1).

Jonathan took notes.

2.  To begin the call, everyone provided some input on their state's effort to complete their state infrastructure database before we merge those and create one master 4-state database.


TN - Jonathan noted that he has completed adding all the known E-85 and CNG stations through a discussion with Dave Pelton, and that he had added all the propane stations for East TN.  He hopes to get Dave P. to add the propane stations for Middle TN and get one of us to add those for West TN.  He also noted that he has added two B20 sites, but they are potentials (not installed yet, but are hoped to be in the next 6 months), and that folks should include potentials in the database and signify their status by making those lines italicized.


NC - Jason noted that he and Anne are basically slammed and haven't had time to update, but they both think what was already provided contains the vast majority of their station data.  Hopefully, they can review and add any propane stations that they may need to in the very near future.


GA - William noted that he has most all the data he needs, it is just in another Excel format.  He is hoping to take a couple of hours and convert all the data over ASAP.


SC - No representation.

We continued that discussion with Ed noting that he will get William some updated propane station information, and Leland noting that he can provide some B20 station data for Georgia.  Ed noted that for those competing propane data, Flying J, U-Haul, Blossman Gas, Ferrell, Suburban and AmeriGas should all have some sort of web-accessible data on their locations, and that if anyone needed help beyond that, contact him.

3.  From there, the discussion continued on the maps.  Jonathan asked how long is takes Leland to make a map, and he noted that it is typically a couple of hours per map.  Leland also noted that he will make the changes he received, primarily adding interstate and major city identifiers.

4.  The group then got off on a B20 discussion.  Some part of each of our 4 states is participating in the EPA's Early Action Compact process (to reduce ozone formation), with TN, NC and SC literally being the geographic heart of all the counties across the nation that are involved, accounting for perhaps 80+% of all counties participating nation-wide).  As such, and with many of the areas in our region being NOx limited, getting educated to the benefits of B20 with a low-NOx additive is something we need to work on.  Alan, Jonathan and William made comments here, with (I think) William noting that Dr. Shaine Tyson at NREL commented somewhat recently that NREL had done a biofuel analysis/study and that that might help us in our learning ways.  He was to check-up on that.  Alan noted that dissemination of good educational information on B20 with a low-NOx additive could help us in multiple ways, and help reach out to not only the fleet managers but also the general public.  Jonathan noted that he would post several EAC-related documents on the group's Webpage so that anyone could access it and learn more about the EAC process.

5.  The discussion then continued with the following comments: 


- Jonathan noted he would call Wendy to let her know how the discussion progressed and to get her to provide formatted infrastructure data at her earliest convenience. 


- The group decided to include any electric recharging station information in their state databases, and ultimately in the 4-state database.

6.  The group picked Wednesday, March 19th as the next conference call date, starting at 9 am EST (8 am CST).  Jonathan will again get a call number and distribute it along with a reminder a couple of days ahead of the call.
